Action Plan under ‘Swachh Bharat’ Mission for S-years
(2014-15 to 2018-19)

The Department of Youth Affairs shall carry out Swachh Bharat Mission all
over India through autonomous organisations/ attached offices under the Department,
namely, Nehru Yuva Kendra Sangathan (NYKS), National Service Scheme (NSS) and
Rajiv Gandhi National Institute of Youth Development (RGNIYD). The Cleanliness
Campaign shall be carried on in the Department HQ as well as through NYKS (NYKS
Head Office at New Delhi, Zonal Offices in States, District Nehru Yuva Kendra in
Districts and youth clubs affiliated to NYKS), NSS (NSS Head Office at New Delhi
and Regional Offices of NSS, State NSS Cells and all the Universities, Colleges and
Schools having NSS units as well as RGNIYD (HQ at Seriperumbudur, Tamil Nadu and
its Regional Centre in Chandigarh). The details are given below.

National Service Scheme (NSS):

All the NSS Units will organize the Special Camps on Swachh Bharat
Mission by taking up the cleaning of villages/ urban slums.

NSS Volunteers will devote time to clean the campuses, toilets, laboratories,
classrooms etc. of their institutions.

Orientation Programmes for NSS Volunteers will be organized on Swachh
Bharat Abhiyan.

All the NSS Units will spread the message of cleanliness in the villages/
urban slums by visiting their adopted villages/slums.

Series of lectures on Swachhta will be organized by the NSS Units in the
institutions and as well as in the public places. Eminent speakers of the
related field will be invited for deliberations.

Poster & Slogan competitions will be organized by various NSS Units on the
theme of Swachh Bharat.

NSS Units will be involved in cleaning of religious and historical places in
and around the city.

Every year, 2" October will be observed as Swachhta Divas and Pledge will
be administered to all the NSS Volunteers and NSS Functionaries. Mass
sanitation programme will be undertaken by the NSS Units on this day.

Mass Plantation Programme will be organised by all the NSS Units.
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Debates, lectures and other competitive and non-competitive events will be
organized by the NSS Units on Swachh Bharat Mission.

NSS Volunteers will be engaged in cleaning the local railway stations, bus
stands and other public places from time to time.

NSS Volunteers will adopt Hospitals, Old-Age Homes, Orphanages to clean
up the premises and also to generate awareness about the cleanliness among
the masses.

Rallies will be organized in the cities and adopted villages to create
awareness about the cleanliness and the volunteers will also take up the work
of cleaning the roads and streets.

NSS Volunteers will be involved in creating awareness against use of
polythene.

NSS Volunteers will be involved in cleaning of rivers/ ponds falling in the
vicinity of their institutions by removing hyacinth, weeds and other harmful
and waste materials from the rivers and ponds. The volunteers will also take
up the desilting of rivers and ponds of their areas.

NSS Units will observe Global Hand Washing Day and World Toilet Day on
15" October & 19" November respectively every year.

NSS Units will collaborate with other Government Departments in the
campaign on Swachh Bharat Mission.
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
