Preamble

. Whereas University Grants Commission (UGC) is mandated to coordinate and determine
the standards of higher education in universities;

Whereas assessment and accreditation through transparent and inforrned external review
process are the effective rneans of quality determination and assurance;

Whereas mandatory assessment and accreditation wouid also enable the higher education^
system in the country to become a part ofthe global qualiry assurance system;

. whereas the eisting capacity fbr accreditation is found to be inadequate to meet therequiremen* of the higher educational institutions, calling for augmentadon of the capacity byallowing more accreditation agencies to come into this sphere of activity;
Therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by clause (i) of section 12 read with

clause (g) of sub-section (l) of Section 26 of the universiry Grants commission Act, 1956 and in
supersession of the earlier notificarion Gazetted on lTth fuly, 2014 the University Grants
Commission hereby rnakes the following regulations:_

l. Short tide, application and commencement _

(1) These regulations shall be called the Universiry Grants Commission (Recognition and
Monitoring of Assessment & Accreditation Agencies) Regulations, 201g.
(2) These regulations sha appry to all Assessment and Accreditarion Agencies (AA,{)
engaged in the assessrnent and accreditation of higher educational institutionl (HuIs) and,/or^
programmes conducted therein, other than the higher educational institutions engaged
mainly in agricultural education and research, in the counrry.
(3) These regulations shall come into force from the date oftheir notificarion in the Official
Gazette.

2. Definitions -

In these regulations, unless the context otherwise requires_
(a) "Academic quality" means rhe quarity of teaching, rearning and research and

consequendy their contribution to enhancement of knowledge an-d incrudes physical
infrastructure' human resources (including facurty), administration, course curricula,
admission and assessment procedures and governance structures, of the higher educational
institution and includes standards as laid down by the appropriate statitory regulatory
authoriry;

(b) "Accreditation" means rhe process of qualiry assurance in Higher Education
Institutions, whereby, as a result of evaluation or assessment or by any other scientific
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method followed by accreditation agencies, an HEI or programme(s) cpnducted therein is
recognised as conforming to benchmarked parameters of academic quality;

(c) 'Accreditation Advisory council" rneans the council appointed by the UGC under
clause 4.1 of these regulations;

(d) "Articles of Association', means arricles of associarion of a company as defined in
Section 2(5) ofthe Companies Act, 2013

(e) "Assessment" means the process involved in ascertaining or veri$zing the capabilities
of an HEI in terms of the academic outcomes, physical infrastructure, h..-"., ,.rorr..",
(including faculty), administration, course curricula, admission and srudent evaruation
procedures and govemance stmcture prior to the commencement of its academic
programmes through objective para mctcrs:

(f) "Assessment and Accreditation Agency" means an agency registered under clause 5 of
these regulations and includes the National Assessment and Accreditation council (NAAC)
and National Board of Accrediration (NBA);

(g) "certificate of registration" means the certificate of registration of an assessment and
accreditation agency granted under Clause 5 of these Regulations;

(h) "Code of ethics"

includes integrity, objectiviry, professional competence,

professional conduct, avoidance of conflici oi ir,r"r"rr, transparency ,"a i"i.r_"ri."
disclosure and such other ethical principles as may be specified in ihese regulations;

(i) "commission" means the universiry Grants commission as defined in the uruversity
Grants Commission Act 1956;

fi) "Distance education systems" means the open and distance education systems as
specified by the commission in the regurations for open and Distance Education;

(k) "Government agency" shall mean any enticy or institution which is owned andfunded by Central or State Government.

(l) "Higher Educational Instirution" means an instirution of learning including aUniversiry, an Institution Deemed ro be University, a colege, an institution of nationalrmportance declared as such by an Act of Parliament, or a constituent unit of suchinstitution, which is imparting (whether through conducr of regular classes or d.isranceeducation systems) higher education beyond tweive years of schooiing leading to the awardof a degree or diploma;

(m) "Instrument of rrust" means, in case oI a Trust, such instrumerrt as defined undersection 3 ofthe Indian Trusts Act, lgg2;

(n) "Memorandum of Association" means, in case of a company, subh memorandum asdefined under sub-section (2g) of section 2 of the companies Act, 2013, or in case of asociety, such memorandum as specified under section 2 of the societies Registration Act,1860;

(o) "Programme" means programme of a study leading to the award of a diproma or adegree at graduate and post-graduate level in a Higher Educational Institution:
(p) " Semi Government agency" shall mean an entity or instit4tion, formed by a
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uovernmenr agency with majoriry stake in a partnership with a private endty which has at
least five years of experience in accreditation process, with the exclusive p,r.por" ol mcering
the objectives of these Regulations;

(q) "Technical Education programmes" means programmes of education, research and
training in the areas namery engineering and technorogy, architecture, town planning,
management, pharmacy, applied arts and crafts, hotel management and catering technology,
computer applications, and such other programmes or areas as the Central Gorrer.r-"nt -a,r.in consultation with the commissio', by n.tification in the official gazetre, decrare.

(r) "University" means a university established or incorporated by or ulder a Central
Act, a Provincial Act or a State Act, and includes an Institution Deemed to be University;

Words and expressions used and not defined in these regulations but defined in the University
Grants Cornmission Act, 1956 and not inconsistent with these regulations shall have the
meanings respectively assigned to them in that Act.

3. Objectives

3.1 To lay down a framework for mandatory assessment and accreditation of Higher Educational
Institutions and/or programmes including Technical Education Programmes conducted therein,
allowing setting up of Assessmenr and Accrediting Agencies (AAAs) by Governmenr or Semi-
Govemment agencies, apart flom the edsting accreditation institutions namely National
Assessment and Accreditation Council (NAAC) and the National Board of Accreditation (NBA).

3.2. To lay down procedures and criteria for registration of AAAs .

3.3 To regulate AAAs through an independent but accountable institutional mechanism.

4. Setting up of an Accreditation Advisory council by comrnission for Recognition of AAAs

4'1. To advise the Commission on firnctions referred at 4.3 below, the Commission shall
appoint an Accreditation Advisory council (AAC) comprising up ro 10 members who shall be
distinguished academicians, experts in the freld of higher education, assessmenr and
accreditation. Initially, Members of the AAC shall be identified and recommended by a^
Committee appointed by the Ministry of Human Resource Development through a well defined
credible transparent and merit based process.

4.2 The AAC shall follow a transparent and merit-based process of selection of AAAs and
make recommendation to the Commission for registration. The Commission shall thereupon
notify the AAAS.

4.3 Commission in consultation with the AAC shall, subject to the provisions of these
regulations and of those rnade under any law for the time being in force by the appropnate
statutory regulatory authoriry, take measures to develop and regulate the process of assessment
and accreditation of Higher Educational Institutions (HEIs) and programme(s) conducted
therein., and to moniror the functioning of AAAs.

4.4 Without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing provisions, the measures referred to
in sub-clause(1) of clause (3), may, inter alia, provide for all or any of the following marers,
namely:-

(a) regulate AAAs (registration of the assessment and accreditation agencies);
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(b) lay down norms and processes for assessment and accreditation;of academic qualityin HEI(s) or of programme(s) including Technical Education programmes conductedtherein, by AAAs;

(c) undenake periodical review
mentioned above at (b);

ot norms and policies referred to in sub_clause

(d) lay down a code ofethics:
(e) undertake audit of AAAs, disclosure of infbrmarion and evolving of transparency inthe processes of assessment and accreditation;

(f) lay down policies for providing information to the pubric in regard to all aspects ofquality and performance of HEI(s) and programme(s) conducted therein;
(g). determine revying of. fees or other charges for carrying out assessment an.accreditation under these Regulations;

(h) advise the central Government or any State Government or the appropriatestatutory regulatory authority on any policy matte. concerning assessment and accreditationwhich may be referred to it:
(i) monitor adherence to such norms,

(3)where in its opinion the public interest so requires or for ensuring the advancemcnr of

(8) The Commission shall, while suspending or revoking a certificate of registration, take, or
cause to be taken, such measures which may be necessary to protect the interests ofstudents.

6. Duties and Obligations of Assessment & Accreditation Agencies

6'1 (1) while undertaking assessment and accreditation of an HEI or programme(s)
conducted therein, the AAA shall have regard to following principles in discharging itr^
obligations for the advancement of knolvledge, namely:-

(a) advancement of academic qualiry;

(b) enabling uniform reference of standards of academic qualiry in any class or classes of
higher educational instirudons or any programme(s) including Technical Education
Programmes conducted therein ;

(c) informing stakeholders (including students and employers) about the quality of the
Higher Educational Institution or any programme(s) conducted therein;

(d) rendering assistance to Higher Educational Institution s in managing and enhancing
their academic quality and work towards the development of explicit intended learning
outcomes:

(e) adherence to such other principles for advancement of knowledge which may evolve
from time to time.

(2) The AAA shall, while undenaking assessment or accreditation of Higher Educational
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Institutions or any programme(s) including Technical Education Programmes conducted
therein, base their assessment on verifiable and objecrive criteria and folilw the standards in
respect of academic quality specified by the Commission.

(3) Every A,4"{ shall abide by the code of ethics as laid down by the commission.
6'2 (l) Every AAA- shall assess or accredit Higher Educational Institution or programme(s)

including Technical Education Programmes conducted therein on an application made to it by
such institution in such form and manner, and on payment of such fees as rnay be specified bythe commission through a public notification, and within ninety days from the date of such
application.

(2) The assessment or accreditation of Higher Educational Institution or a programme(s)
conducted therein shall be done' based on dat" on performance paramedrs which are to bepublicly disclosed, at zuch intervals and after such periods as are specified in the UGC(Mandatory Assessment and Accreditation) llegulations, 2012.

(3) The A"$ shall, while undenaking assessment or accredirarion of a Higher EducationalInstirution or programme(s) in such institution, provide an oppomrniry to the stakeholders inthe higher educational institution, including sudents and employees, to submit their views onmatters of academic quality.
(4) The AAA shall give a reasonable opportuniry to the Higher Educational Instirution tofile suggestions or objections, if any, on the draft assessment or accreditation prepared by it andshall take note of such suggestions or objections, if any, wh e finalizing ,h" 

"rr"rr*.r,, o,accrediution of such institution or any programme(s) conducted therein.
(5) The AAA shall publish on its website the assessmenr or accreditarion undertakentogether with all documents and reasons for such assessment or accreditation.
(6) The AAA shall furnish to the commission at such time and in such form and manner asmay be specified by the Commission in a public notilication or as the Commission may direct,such returns and statemenB and such particulars in regard to assessment or accreditation ofhigher educational institutions by such agency, as the commission may, frorn time to rime,

(7) without prejudice to rhe provisions of sub-clause (4, the AAa shan, within a period ofninety days after the end of each financial year, submit ro the commission a report arong withaudited statement of accounts in crrch f^.- .,. -^.,no,incation,s*insaJ:1::ff :::*T;il,lll,1li[;51;:in:J_T"TT::1i".;:X'*
accreditation of higher educationar institutions by such agency during ,i. pr""",r, financialyear.

7. The accounts of AAA would be subject to C&AG audit.
8. Funding

8'l rhe Accreditation Advisory council (AAC) shall examine the quantum of fees to be leviedby the Assessment and Accreditation Agencies and recommend to the commission for approval.
8'2 The commission shall create a mechanism wherein every Higher Educational Institutionwould be charged a fee that wouid be collected in a Central pool to create a fund; to avoid adirect link between a Higher Educationar Institution ancr an accreditation agency.
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8'3 The commission, shall thereafter, authorize the remission of such fees payable from the
Central Corpus ro the respective A,Ms
9. Allocation of an accrediting agency for accreditation
(1) The Higher Educadonal Insticution shall give three choices of the AAA ar the rime of
submission of application.

(2) The AAC shall have the final decision to allocate an AAA for a Higher Educational
Institution considering all the relevant factors and the decision of AAC will be binding on the
Higher Educational Institution and the AAA concerned.

10. Grievance Redressal Mechanism

10'l Any person aggrieved by the assessment or accreditation decided by any AAA under rhese
Regulations, may submit grievance to the Commission for withdrawal of such assessment or
accreditacion or its modification.

10.2 The Commission shall take a decision on grievance received within ninery days afte1
affording the AAA reasonable opportunity of being heard and after due consultati,on with t1-
AAC.

I l. Penalties

1l.l If an AAA resorts to cormpt or unlawful practices, or is found to have given accreditation
without due process, or has given rating based on exrraneous considerations, such AAA can be
debarred from further accrediration work by the AAC, apart ftom withdrawal of registration.

Provided that such an order shall be passed only after serving a notice on the AAA concerned,
and after giving an opportunity for rhe AAA to er2lain the charges leveled in the notice.
11.2. If an AAA fails to comply with the obligations referred to in sub-clause 6.1 (1) and the
adherence to the code of ethics referred to in sub-clause 6.1(3), without prejudice to any penalry
which may be imposed under the University Grants Commission Act, 1956, it shall be liable to
pay such compensation, to the HEI for any loss or damages suffered by such insdtution, as may
be determined by a Coun of l,aw.

11.3 The commission shall publish the name and address of the erring AAA in the
Domain.

11.4 Any AAA, which conrravenes-

(a) any provision of these regulations or any notification made thereunder; or
(b) the standards specified under any law for the time being in force by the appropriate sratutory
regulatory authoriry; or

(c) the terms and conditions specified in the cenificate of registration shall, without prejudice to
proceeding for prosecution under the provisions of these regulations or any other law for the
time being in force, be liable to a penalty as per rhe provisions of the Universiry Grants
Commission Act, 1956.

11.3 If any person provides any information or produces any document under these
regulations or under any notification made thereunder, or delivers an account or srarement
which is false, and which he either knows or believes to be false, or does not believe to be true.
he shall be liable for being prosecuted in a Coun of Law by the University Grants Commission.

Public
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I 1.4 If any HEI furnishes false or misleading information or tries to hFuence the AAA in
whatever way to obtain a higher grade or assessmenr, it shall be liable to be {e-notified from the
Section 2(f) and 12B of UGC Act, 1956 and stoppage oflor withdrawal or fcc grants, if any.
Similarly a Deemed to be University shall be liable for de.notification of its istatus as a Deemed
to be Universicy under Section 3 of the Universiry Grants Commission Act, 1956.

12. Removal of difficulties

If any diffrculty arises in giving effect to the provisions of these regulatiols, the Commission
may, by order published in the Official Gazette, make such provisions not inconsistent with the
provisions of these regulations as appear to it to be necessary or expedient for removal of the
difhculties;

Provided that, no such order shall be made after the expiry ofa period of rwo years {iom the
date ofthe commencement of these regulations;

Provided further that, an order providing for rhe removal of a diffrcq\ arising due to
overlap or conflict with regulations of any other appropriate statutory authotiry shall be passed

only in consultation with and, with the concurrence ofsuch starutory aurhoriFy.
