The Secretary,
UGC has requested to adopt Khadi fabric for ceremonial dresses to encourage the
use of Khadi, and also Khadi Kattins (Spinners) and Bunkars (Weavers).

2. Khadi and Village Industries Commission (KVIC), a statutory body,
working under the administrative control of Ministry of Micro, Small and Medium
Enterprises, Government of India; is charged with the planning, promotion,
organization and implementation of programs for the development of Khadi and
village industries in the country with the broad objective of creating employment
opportunities for the villagers at their doorsteps.

3. The ‘eco-friendly’ hand spun and hand woven cloth named, “Khadi” has
zero carbon footprint and most skin friendly fabric that is actually said to breathe.
Mahatma Gandhi used Khadi as a weapon during struggle for Indian Independence
and hence, it is also known as ‘Liveries of Freedom’ or ‘Heritage Fabric’. Hon’ble
Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi ji himself has, time and again, urged people to
buy Khadi products. Most recently, in the fifth episode of ‘Mann Ki Baat 2.0°
broadcasted on Diwali (27-Oct-2019), he said, “.../ keg;mszstmg that we must buy
some handloom products made by our weaveks r khadi /artisans.”
