Whereas. in exercise of the powers, conferred under the Disaster Management Act 2003,
the undersigned. in his capacity as Chairperson, State Executive Committee had issued the

above mentioned Orders for containment of COVID 19 in the State

| Whereas the State Government is satisfied that the State of Maharashtra is continued to be
threatened with the spread of COVID-19 virus, and therefore it is imperative 1o continue
emergency meésures to revent and contain the spread of virus, the Government n exercise of
the powers conferred under Section 2 of the Epidemic Diseases Act, 1897, read with all other
enabling provisions of The Disaster Management Act. 2005, finds, it is necessary to continue
the enforcement of the current restrictions, along with certain additional restrictions. throughout

the State to break the chain of transmission effectively.

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred under Section 2 of the Epidemic
Diseases Act, 1897 and the powers, conferred under The Disaster Management Act, 2003, the
undersigned, in his capacity as Chairperson. State Executive Committee, hereby imposes the

following restrictions.

The restrictions that have been imposed through Break the Chain Orders dated 4™ June.

2021 and 17% June, 2021 for level 3 be continued for the following districts -

C13) All COVID 19 protocols - use of masks, social distancing etc. to be scrupulously
followed across the State by all the citizens. Failure in stringent adherence to the same
will result in action on the defaulters under relevant sections of the Disaster

Management Act, 2005, the Epidemic Act and Section 1860 of the Indian Penal Code.

All other points not specifically mentioned in this order. will be in force in accordance

with earlier order.
