Application process — Completion of online application form on www.biradari.org between 31 October and 14 November 2018. The students
who are unable to register online can make a spot application at the Regional Centre on the date of the competition. Registration fee of Rs.50
is payable at the Regional exam centre. The Regional Round will take place either on 19 November 2018 or on 8 December 2018 depending
on the academic calendar of the host organisation. List of regional exam centres will be released after 31 October 2018 on www.biradari.org
