Semester Pattern) under University in our own village scheme in the Faculty of
Humanities, Direction, 2024

Whereas, The Maharashtra Public Universities Act, 2016 (Maharashtra Act No.VI
of 2017) (hereinafter "the Act") has come in to force with effect from 1't March, 2017 &
the same is applicable to the Gondwana University, Gadchiroli (hereinafter 'the
University").

Whereas, the National Education Policy (NEP-2020) focusing on skill development
of students pursuing higher education and as per Maharashtra State Government Resolution
of Higher and Technical Education Department No. NEP-2020/PR.KR.09AIE-
3/SHIKANA, dated 20 April 2023, and also improvement in gross enrolment ratio of the
students in higher education is required to be implemented by the Gondwana University by
redesigning its existing academic programmes and also devising new modalities for
admission of students and for implementation of those academic programmes.

Whereas, the Board of Deans of the University in its meeting held on 1.03.2023 vide
item no.1 constituted an Adhoc Committee [BoS), under the faculty of humanities, for
framing syllabus of the Multi-disciplinary Bachelor of Arts (B.A.) (Three Year
Duration) (Credit Based Semester Pattern) programme to be offered by the Model Degree
College, a constituent college of the University and the said Adhoc committee in its meeting
held on 8m and 15tr March 2023 has framed the structure of the said multidisciplinary
Bachelor ofArts (8.A.) programme consisting ofthree years (six semesters) (Credit Based
Semester Pattern) and the said programme has been approved by the Vice- Chancellor of the
university under section t2(7) of the act, acting on behalf of the faculty of humanities, the
academic counciland the management council of the university on23/0312023.

AND

Whereas, as per provision of section 73 (l) of the act, an ordinance is required to be
framed laying down the condition under which students can be admitted to courses of study for
award of a degree but since, making of an ordinance is a time consuming process and there is
an urgency for admissions of the multidisciplinary Bachelor of Arts (B.A.) (Three Year
Duration) (Credit Based Semester Pattern) degree programme from the academic session
2024-2025.



AND

Whereas, as the earlier Direction No. 7 of 2023 has lapsed by virtue of provise to
section l2 (8) of the Act. Therefore, considering the emergency of situation, it is
necessary to issue fresh Direction.

Now, therefore, I, Dr. Prashant Shridhar Bokare, Vice-Chancellor of the University, in
exercise of my powers under section 12(8) of the Act, do hereby issue the following
Directions.

1. This Direction shall be called "Admission of Students and conduct of Examination
leading to the Award of the Multidisciplinary Three Year Degree of Bachelor of
Arts (B.A.) (Credit Based Semester Pattern) in the Faculty of Humanities,
Direction, 2023".

2. This Direction shall come into force from the date of its issuance;

3. The objective of this three year multidisciplinary under graduate Bachelor of Arta

. To enhance Gross Enrollment Ratio (GER) ofthe area under the jurisdiction of
the University i.e. disticts ofGadchiroli and Chandrapur inMaharashtra State.

' To enhance the Human Development Index GDI) in the area within the
jurisdiction of the University.

. To enhance work efficiency ofthe targeted people over a long period.

. To attain self-dependency for the people residing in the rural areas.

. To improve employment potentials in village areas.

4. Definitions: - In this Direction, unless the context requires otherwise, the words and
phrases shall have the meaning given hereunder.

a) "Application Form" means a form prescribed by the University for seeking
admission to the programme under this direction.

b) "Competent Authority" means the Authority appointed by the Vice-Chancellor, for
any specific purpose ofthe prograrnme under discussion.

c) "Course" means a subject or a paper offered in any semester under the
programme.

d) "Program" means the Bachelor of Arts (B.A.) (Three Year Duration) (Semester

Pattern) (C.B.C.S.).

e) "Credit" refers to the weightage given to a course in terms of the number of
instuctional hotrs per week assigned to it. In this direction, one credit means one hour
of teaching work or two hours of practical won

Explanation: The credits determine tire volume of course contents and delivery of
Course by way of lectures, tutorials, practical (Social Work .Practicum),
assignments etc. Term Credit has a connotation of achievement or eaming through
leaming effort.

0 "Credit System" means the system in which weightage of credits is spread over
different semesters, during the period of study.

g) "HSSC" means the Higher Secondary School Certificate (Standard XII)
examination conducted by Maharashtra State Board of Secondary and Higher
Secondary Education or its equivalent certificate awarded by any other
recognized Board.



h) 'Grade letter' is an index to indicate the performance of a student in particular
course. It is the depiction of actual marks secured by a student by a

letter. Forthis programme, the Grade letters are as given in Table 2.

i) 'Crrade Point' is the weightage allotted to each grade letter depending on the range of
marks awarded in a course.

j) 'Credit Points' refer to the product of number of credits multiplied by the Grade
Point for a given course.

k) 'Semester Grade Point Average (SGPA)' is the weighted average of all grade

points
awarded in all courses offered in a particular semester.

l) 'Cumulative Grade Point Average (CGPA)' refers to the Cumulative Grade Point
Average weighted across all semesters ofthe programme.

5. In order to conduct the admission process for admitting students to three year under-
graduate degree program in the faculty of humanities titled, 'Multidisciplinary Three
Year Degree of Bachelor of Arts (B.A.) (Credit Based Semester Pattern) in the
Faculty of Humanities", of the University, the Vice Chancellor shall appoint the
"Competent Authority". Such competent authority shall enroll the eligible students
dynamically viz the given students or batch of students (ma,rimum 20) from their seat of
habitat (village) identified after Gram Sabha Survey.

6. The given three-year degree program shall be conducted at the surveyed village at such
places as agreed mutually between GondwanaUniversity, Gadchiroli and the local civic
body viz Gram Panchayat and near by college by way ofMemorandum ofUnderstanding.

7. Subject to the compliance with the provisions of this Direction and other Ordinances/
Directions in force from time to time, an applicant for admission to this program shall
have passed l2th class examination (H.S.S.C.) in any stream/subjects or equivalent
examination.

8. Intake capacity is 30 students and 40% students admission is mandatory.

9. Enrolment of students is done throughout the year.

10. Students are eligible to appear semester examination after completion of 90 days
actual teaching.

I L The medium of instuction and examinations shall be Marathi / Hindi / English and as per
the requirement ofthe courses.

12. The enrolment fees, tuition fees for the course/examination and the practical and other
fees, as prescribed by the University from time to time shall not be applicable for the said

examination.

13. The Program under this direction shall consist of Three academic years

comprising six semesters and shall have assessment/evaluations as per the
scheme of examination for each semester.

14. There will be a combination of Core Major Courses, Minor courses, Multi-
disciplinary, Vocational & Skills, Value added & Ability Enhancement Courses
(AEC) and intemship/Project/Co-Curricular activities. The Credits assigned to each
paper shall be as prescribed in Annexure - I & III attached with this Direction.

15. The Scope of the subjects/courses to be offered or chosen from the given basket shall be as

per Annexure-l I and course wise syllabus of the Program for First Semester shall be as given

in Annexure-N.



16. The assessment and evaluation shall be based on concept of Continuous and
Comprehensive Evaluation (CCE). This includes classroom engagements, tests,
assignments, field visits and group discussions, demonstrative performances,
community surveys etc.

17. The admitted students shall be promoted in every course and in turn the semester

subject to fulfillrnent of requirements of eaming credits of the corresponding courses in a
given semester and for the complete semester is attained by the given examinee.

Such students shall have to complete the given degree programme within lie stipulated
maximum period of sevenyears.

18. Awarding UG certificate, UG Diploma and Degrees under Multiple Enty Multiple Exit
(I\EI\4E) Option;

UG Certificate - Students who opt to exit after completion of the firstyear and have

secured 40 credits will be awmded a UG Certificate. These students are allowed to re- enter
the degree programme within 3 years and complete the degree programme within the

stipulated maximum period of seven years.

UG Diploma- Students who opt to exit after completion ofthe second year and have

secured 80 credits will be awarded a UG Diploma. These midents are allowed to re-
enter the degree program within 3 years and complete the degree program within
the stipulated maximum period ofseven yeils.

3-Year UG Degree - Students who wish to undergo a3-year UG program will be awarded

UG Degree in the Major Discipline after successfi.rl completion of 3 years of the study,
securing 120 credits and satisfying the minimum credit requirements as given in
Annexure-l and III.

19. Unsuccessful students shall have judicious chances, as mentioned in para 13 above, to attain

and fulfil the requirements in respect of credit earning as part ofthe qualifying criterion.
Such students shall be eligible for reassessment as per the rules and regulations framed
for this particular program of study.

20. The computation of Semester Grade PointAverage (SGPA) and Cumulative Grade point

Average (CGPA) of an examinee shall be as given below:

a. The marks will be given as per prescribed modes of assessment which includes
various components of CCE, shall be converted into Letter Grades and Grade Points as

per l0-Point Scale adapted by the University from time to time.

b. Calculation of SGPA and CGPA

The semester Grade Point Average (SGPA) shall be calculated for every Semester of the
prograrn and shall be evaluated as mentioned below:

SGPA (Si): (Ci x Gi)/ Cil

Where ci is the number of credits of the itch cowse and Gi is the grade point scored by the

student in the itch course.

The Cumulative Crrade Point Average (CGPA) shall be calculated for the Program and shall

be evaluated as mentioned below:

CGPA: Di=r (Cix Gi) / Xni:r Ci



Where Ci is the number of credits of the ift course and Gi is the grade point scored
by the student in the ith course.
The percentage of marks scored based on obtained CGPA can be evaluated using
below given formula.
Percentage: (CGPA - 0.75) x 100

21. Division of Passing

The students who pass in all the minimum prescribed Courses of this
Program shall be eligible for the award of the Degree of Bachelor of Arts
(B.A.) of this University. The CGPA calculation for the award of Degree shall
be based on the student's performance in all six Semester examinations, taken
together.

TheDivision ofPassing shallbebasedon CGPA securedby anExaminee as shown

22. ThenErmes ofthe successful examinees passing the examination as awhole in the
minimum prescribed period and obtaining prescribed number ofplaces securing the
grades as per adopted credit-grade system shall be arranged in order of merit as

provided in ordinance relating to examinations in General.

23. The candidate may take all the examinations simultaneously but his result of final
semester shall not be declared unless he is declared successful at lower
semesters.

24. Provisions with respect to grace marks for passing in a particular Course/ head of
passing and improvement of Division (Higher Class) and getting Distinction in any
course shall be as per relevant Direction/ordinance of the University.

25. Successful examinees at the Certificate Program/Diploma/Bachelor's
Degree/flonors Degree examinations shall be entitled to receive a Certificate signed

by the Director, Board of Examination & Evaluation at the end of each ofthe even

semester respectively under the Faculty of Humanities of this university on payment

of prescribed fees, receive a degree in the prescribed format, signed by the Vice-
Chancellor.

26. lnthe event of any query regarding interpretation/application of any provision ofthis
Direction, the Director Board of Examination and Evaluation shall refer the matter for
the decision of the Dean of the concerned faculty or alternatively to the Board

of Deans if found necessary.



27.For any other matter pertaining to the program/courses mentioned in this Direction
and its implications, which is beyond the purview of this Direction, shall be referred
to the Vice-Chancellor and the decision of the Vice-Chancellor shall be final and
binding on all the concerned
